Please be advised that MTC recently made several changes to the 2019 Federa
Transportation Improvement Program (TIP). TIP Revision No. 2019-38 revises 32 projec
with a net increase in funding of approximately $787 million. Among other changes, thi
revision:

e Adds 26 new projects to the TIP to reflect the programming of Coronavirus Aid,
Relief, and Economic Security (CARES) Act funds to the region’s transit operators;

e Adds three new projects to the TIP to reflect the funding available through the
Transit Capital Priorities (TCP) Program; and

e Updates the funding plan of one project and deletes one project to reflect the latest
programming decisions in the North Bay Priority Conservation (PCA) Area Grant
Program.

The modifications made pursuant to this revision do not require a new regional emissions
analysis because the projects were found to conform as a part of a previous analysis,
pursuant to the transportation conformity provisions found in 40 CFR Part 93 section 122(g).

MTC’s 2019 TIP, as revised with TIP Revision No. 2019-38, remains in conformity with the
applicable State Implementation Plan (SIP) for air quality and the revision does not interfere
with the timely implementation of the Transportation Control Measures contained in the SIP.

The investments described in MTC’s 2019 TIP, as revised with TIP Revision No. 2019-38,
make progress toward achieving the performance targets set by the region in accordance with
the applicable provisions and requirements of 23 CFR Part 450.
