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Project Overview

Civil construction of the |-880 express lanes between Fremont and Oakland is about 76% complete.
Construction began in September 2017 is anticipated to complete in 4" quarter 2019. View the project fact
sheet here.

Current Work

Work has been impacted by the wet weather. Crews continue to install the electrical infrastructure that will
power the toll system, as well as overhead sign structures, overhead signs, and light poles north of Highway 92.
Crews are also preparing for nighttime closures of all lanes of southbound 1-880 to install two sign bridges
north of Highway 92.

What To Expect

e Shoulder lane closures during the day and night

e Intermittent nighttime lane closures

e Construction equipment on shoulders

¢ Nighttime noise from drilling and vehicle back-up alarms

Future Work of Note

e Two separate full highway nighttime closures on southbound 1-880 at West A Street and between W.
Winton Ave and SR-92 will occur at night during March. When exact dates for work are scheduled, advance
notification and full details of the closures will be provided to the public.

e Work near the Hacienda overcrossing to improve drainage, finish the retaining wall, and complete paving
on southbound 1-880 will occur intermittently through March.

e Inspring 2019, paving will be completed where crews widened the highway near CHP truck scales in
Fremont.

Progress to Date
Civil construction of the 1-880 express lanes is about 76% complete, including:

e 100% completion of light pole foundations and over 90% completion light pole installations,

e 100% completion of median barrier construction,

e Near 100% completion on all work south of Highway 92,

e Paving and striping widening northbound [-880 at the CHP truck scales in Fremont,

e Almost 90% of completion of overhead static sign and sign structure installations,

¢ Installation of about 90% of the conduit and electrical cabinets for the electrical and data network that
will power the tolling equipment and facilitate the transfer of tolling data,

e Removal of trees south of Hacienda Avenue to ensure motorist safety,


https://mtc.ca.gov/sites/default/files/I-880_Exp_Lanes_web_display.pdf

e Completion of ground excavation, excavation material off-haul, and pouring concrete to construct a
retaining wall at Hacienda Avenue in the southbound direction,

e 70% completion of drainage improvements at Hacienda,

e Completion of widening in the northbound direction near the truck scales in Fremont, and

e Completion of widening in the southbound direction near Alvarado Blvd.
