The TIP covers a four-
year period and must be financially constrained by year, meaning that the amount of dollars committed 
to the projects (also referred to as “programmed”) must not exceed the amount of dollars estimated to 
be available.  All projects included in the TIP must be consistent with the current Regional 
Transportation Plan (RTP), Plan Bay Area 2050, and the TIP must be analyzed to determine if the 
program complies with or “conforms to” federal air quality plans (known as the State Implementation 
Plan or SIP) and regulations. The Draft 2023 TIP includes projects (or project phases) currently funded 
for delivery in four fiscal years: FY 2022-23, FY 2023-24, FY 2024-25, and FY 2025-26. This notice also 
serves to satisfy the public involvement requirements of the Federal Transit Administration (FTA) annual 
Program of Projects, for applicable funds.
